PAN INTERNATIONAL

PAN International was created in 1982 in Ma-
laysia during an international meeting on
world pesticide frade co-organised by the In-
ternational Organisation of Consumers
Union-IOCU and Sahabat Alam Malaysia
(Friends Of the Earth-Malaysia). Participants
in this historic meeting, among them African
organisations, decided to create PAN, a
world-scale information network, and fra-
mework for carrying out concrete activities in
order to face problems related to pesticides.
